The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Shelly and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a double sided projecting sign at 83 W. Broad St was presented by Valerie Robert.

2. The new sign will be fabricated of high density urethane, and the background will be sand blasted approximately 1/8” deep.  The sand blasted surfaces will be smooth.

Black, White, and Blue to Yellow-Green fade

4. The sign will be installed on a black metal bracket mounted to the left of the second floor window over the entrance.  The sign will be located several inches further to the left of the window than shown in the sketch submitted so the sign does not crowd the window.

5. The sign bracket must be installed into mortar joints and not into the faces of the brick.
