HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 279 – It is proposed to demolish the rear kitchen addition and fire escape at 15-19 W. Fourth St.  OWNER:  4th Street Entertainment, L.P.
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to demolish the rear kitchen addition and fire escape at 15-19 W. Fourth St. was presented by Dennis and Garrett Benner.

2. The existing kitchen addition dating from the early 20th century is located on a non-character defining façade of the historic church and is utilitarian in design and function.

3. The kitchen addition will be removed and the exiting brick of the church will be stripped and repointed as needed. The patch pointing must be undertaken according to the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for brick restoration with a high lime content mortar.

4. The second floor door will be infilled with brick to match the existing church, and the brick will be inset approximately 2” in from the existing plane of the façade.  

5. The first floor door opening will be retained, but the door choice must be reviewed by the Historic Commission at a later date.

6. A concrete loading dock will be constructed in place of the former kitchen addition.

7. The first floor door, the loading dock, and the dumpster enclosure must be reviewed by the Historic Commission at a later date.

8. The existing steel fire escape may be removed and any brick damage repaired according to the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for brick restoration.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
