CASE # 281 – It is proposed to install French doors and fencing at 821 Prospect Ave.  OWNER:  Dean and Amy Rhinehart
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Ms. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install French doors and fencing at 821 Prospect Ave. was presented by Dean Rhinehart.

2. The new French doors will replace an existing triple casement window on the rear of the house.  The French doors will be wood and have 15 lights.

3. The doors and casings will be painted to match the existing dark brown and cream color scheme of the building.   

4. The new fencing will be installed as proposed.  The bronze aluminum fencing will be 60” high and have 5/8” square pickets, 1” square rails, and 2” square posts.

5. The gate facing towards Prospect Ave will have a flat top, and the gate facing towards Eighth Ave. will have an arched top.
