HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 283 – It is proposed to renovate the building facades at 401-405 E. Fourth St.  OWNER:  Kalavathi Shunmagun
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the building facades at 401-405 E. Fourth St. was presented by Kalavathi Shunmagun.  

2. The existing, deteriorated slate roof will be replaced with new GAF Slateline fiberglass shingles in the Antique Slate color.  The existing slates on the sides of the dormers will be retained and repaired as needed. 

3. The existing half round gutter will be repaired or replaced as needed with matching half round gutter.  K-gutter will not be used.

4. The existing deteriorated wood shingles on the corner turret will be replaced with wood shingles to match.  All molding repairs will be done in kind.   

5. The existing sign on the front façade will be removed.  

6. The existing aluminum roof at the front door will be removed.

7. Wood on the curved roof on the front façade will be repaired in kind.

8. The east section of the garage at the rear of the property may be altered by removing the existing roof sheathing and roofing material.  The existing beams and rafters will be retained in place with the understanding that a new roof will be installed at a future date.  The existing garage doors may also be removed at this time.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
