HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 284 – It is proposed to renovate the storefronts at 337 S. New St.  OWNER:  M.F. Ronca and Sons
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the storefronts at 337 S. New St. was presented by Fred Ronca and Joe Russo.

2. The new storefronts will be fabricated of bronze aluminum storefront framing with clear insulated glass with no visible tint.

3. New aluminum panels will be installed above the storefront glass, replacing the deteriorated leaded glass transoms.  The leaded glass transom will be carefully stored on site for possible reuse in the future.  The new aluminum panels will be painted a contrasting color scheme and will not be cream.

4. The transom panels will be equal in length to two of the window panels below.

5. The area below the storefronts will be covered with new 6 x 6 frost-proof tile in a running bond pattern.   The grout color will be dark to blend with the tile colors and create a monolithic character.

6. New signage will be installed on the Subway shop and must come to the Historic Commission for review.  Any other new signage must also be reviewed by the Commission.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
