HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 285 – It is proposed to renovate the building facades at 832 E. Fourth St.  OWNER:  Charly Loch
The Commission upon motion by Ms. Starbuck and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the building facades at 832 W. Fourth St. was presented by Charly Loch.

2. The existing brick cote will be repaired in kind to match the original.  If brick repairs are made, a high lime content pointing mortar must be used and Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for brick restoration followed.

3. There will be 6 new vinyl windows installed at the rear of the building and 1 on the side.  The vinyl windows must fit the size of the existing opening exactly. Most of the windows in the building are already vinyl.  

4. The rear doors will be replaced with new, 6 panel steel doors with a smooth finish.  

5. There will be a new fabric, shed-style awning installed at the rear door in place of the existing deteriorated wood roof.  Sunbrella or similar canvas-like fabric must be used for the awning.  The ends of the awning will be open.

6. The existing steel sidewalk door will be replaced in kind.

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
