HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1370– It is proposed to revise the restoration plans and extend the use of the temporary metal siding at 429 Heckewelder Place.      OWNER: Moravian Museum of Bethlehem
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Ms. Sachdev adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to revise the restoration plans and extend the use of the temporary metal siding at 429 Heckewelder Place was presented by Jeff Long and Marsha Fritz.

2. The use of the temporary metal siding to protect the building during the restoration of the log and stucco structure is extended for addition year.

3. The previously approved restoration plans are modified as follows based on submitted research and physical evidence.

4. A roof over the front stoop will be installed as proposed.  Evidence was found indicating the existence of a roof historically.  The roof will be detailed in a similar fashion to the roof at the reconstructed Moravian Smithy located at 225 Main Street.

5. Research has indicated a small cellar window was located in the foundation wall of the house.  The existing cellar window will be retained and not removed as previously approved.

6. Research has also indicated that a plaster cove molding that transitioned between the exterior log wall and roof overhang would have been found on the house.  A plaster cove molding will be installed to match the appearance of the typical cove moldings found on many of the Moravian buildings.

7. Traces of the original color of the trim were found around the windows after the stucco was removed.  This color is the earthy red color found on most of Bethlehem’s early Moravian buildings.  The color to be used to match this will be Benjamin Moore Country Redwood.

8. The proposed work was approved with a unanimous vote.
