The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install railings on the East and West porch roofs was presented by Robert Korutz. 

2. The new corner posts and railings will be constructed of a weather resistant wood or a cellular PVC material that resembles products previously approved by the HCC, such as Azek.

3. Samples of the cellular PVC material were inspected and found acceptable by the Commission.

4. The corner posts will have recessed panel details as presented.

5. The railing will have a traditional top and bottom rail and square balusters as presented.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
