CASE # 287 – It is proposed to install awnings at the front and side of 201 E. Third St.  OWNER:  Ranjeet Pawar
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install awnings at the front and side of 201 E. Third St. was presented by Ranjeet Pawar and Dan Azar.

2. The awnings will be made from Sunbrella canvas-like fabric in a black and white stripe.

3. The ends will be open.

4. The awnings will be stationary and not retractable.

5. The awnings will project from the façade 4’ and will drop 5’-6”.

6. Store signage will be located on each of the awnings as proposed.  The red oval will measure 44” x 16” in size and the lettering will be serif style as proposed.

7. Old signage on the building will be removed, and the sign panel area will be repainted the same color as existing.

8. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
