HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1373– It is proposed to replace damaged and missing street signs within the Historic District.       OWNER: City of Bethlehem 
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace damaged and missing street signs within the Historic District was presented by Jim Smith, Superintendent of Streets.

2. Period street signs were installed in the Historic District several years ago in partnership with the City and the Historic Neighborhood Association.  The current signs are cast metal and black and white in color.

3. Temporary, new signs may be installed in locations that are missing signs or where the signs are damaged. 

4. The new, temporary street signs will be black and white in color, have serif style lettering, and be a smaller size that is closer to historical original.  The material will be aluminum with honeycombed graphics as shown to the HARB.

5. The street signs will say “Historic District” instead of “Historic Bethlehem”.

6. The temporary street signs may be in place for up to one year.

7. The City and the Historic Neighborhood Association will partner on the replacement of missing and damaged signs with period style street signs to match the current signs.

8. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
