CASE # 1374– It is proposed to install a prefabricated storage shed at the rear of 239 E. Church Street. OWNER:  Alison Hudak  
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Heimbach and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a prefabricated storage shed at the rear of 239 E. Church St. was presented by Alison Hudak and Susan Drabic.

2. The shed is to be 6’ x 10’ x 8’ high and is to be fabricated of wood.  

3. The shed is to have a 42” wide door and a small window with shutters.  The window must be located on the end away from the door. 

4. The roof slope must be 6/12-8/12 in pitch, and there will be no cove.

5. The owner will inquire about application of GAF Slateline shingles in the Antique Slate color if owner supplied.  This shingle is the preferred choice for the shed. Otherwise the roofing shingle will be a vendor supplied shingle matching, as close as possible, the color of the shingles on the potting shed located a few feet away. 

6. The shed will be painted blue and cream to match the existing potting shed. 

7. The shed will not have a foundation but must be bolted down into the concrete.

8. The proposed work was unanimously approved.
