CASE # 1375– It is proposed to stabilize the structure with masonry repairs and the installation of tie-rods with exterior metal tie backs at The Miller’s House.       

OWNER: Historic Bethlehem Inc.
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mrs. Glagola adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to stabilize the structure with masonry repairs and the installation of tie-rods with exterior metal tie backs at the Miller’s House was presented by Jeff Long.
2. There will be 2 tie backs per level. The new metal tie backs will be very similar to the existing historic tie-backs seen on the north and south facades.  

3. At the completion of the new structural bracing, the exterior steel braces on the west wall of the building will be removed.

4. The existing stone and brick masonry will be repaired as needed for stabilization following the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards and Guidelines for Historic Rehabilitation.
