The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install signage at 2 W. Third St. was presented by Yanna and Billy Kounoupis and Melissa Zannakis.

2. New vinyl signage will be installed at the lower section of the existing storefront glass on S. New and W. Third St.

3. This lettering size will be a maximum of 6” in size and will be a serif style block letter in red with a white border and black shadow as shown in the rendering submitted.

4. The vinyl signage will include menu items in a continuous band with the store name and telephone number on the glass panels on either side of the front entrance only.

5. The proposed signage for the storefront sign band will consist of Gemlite letters with a black metal edge band.  

6. The restaurant name will be in the Cinderella font as discussed at the meeting.
7. Below the restaurant name will be a black and white band of menu items as proposed.
8. The sign will have a painted border approximately 1-1/2” to 2” in size around the resturant name of menu band.
9. The existing gooseneck lights will remain to illuminate the new sign.
10. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
