HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 294 – It is proposed to construct an addition on the side and rear of the building and to install 2 flags at 217 Broadway.             OWNER:  Greg Salamoni

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Ytsma and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct an addition on the side and rear of the building and to install 2 flags at 217 Broadway was presented by Adam Gottwald of The Firehouse.

2. A new addition will be constructed as proposed in the drawings submitted to the Historic Commission with the following clarifications and modifications.

3. The rear section of the addition is to be finished in tan stucco, and the side section will be finished in a brick veneer that matches the existing brick as closely as possible in color, size, texture.  The pointing will match the existing as closely as possible in color and style. 

4. The brick section will have a sloped roof with GAF Slateline shingles in the Antique Slate color.  The stucco section will have an aluminum coping on the parapet wall.  New gutter will be half round aluminum matching the aluminum fascia and soffit.  The down spout will be round aluminum.

5. The existing steel fire escape will be slid toward the front of the building 3-4 feet so that the  side exit can be centered in the blind arch.  

6. The new doors in the addition will be wood or smooth fiberglass, 4 or 6 panel doors.  

7. New steel railing with ¾” balusters and 1” top and bottom channels will be installed on the first and second floor flat roofs as shown on the drawings submitted.

8. The stainless steel kitchen vent may be installed at the rear corner of the existing building as shown in the drawings.

9. Two flags will be mounted on the front of the building.  The flags will be 3’ x 5’ in size,  They will be red in color with white lettering and logo. Serif style lettering is recommended but the sans-serif lettering proposed is acceptable.

10. The flags will be attached with flag holders on either side of “Lehigh No1” on the front façade.  The holders are to be mounted into mortar joints and not into the brick faces.

11. Lights may be mounted on the header to shine on the flags.    

12. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
