Plan Revisions - February 25, 2009 Public Hearing; and

As Amended – March 3, 2009

1. The Future Land Use Map Southern Section 2 of 2 (page 3-17) should be changed to note the “special features area” along the east branch of the Saucon Creek that runs between LVIP and Majestic Realty lands.  

2. References to Illick’s Mill Park, Monocacy Park and Monocacy Park Complex should be clarified. 

3. The Action Plan should be revised to note that, under Environmental Conservation Strategies, the official map and the planting of vegetation along creek corridors are high priority activities rather than ongoing or long range activities. 

4. The South Bethlehem Historical Society should be referenced in the Historic Preservation chapter.

5. The Bethlehem Historic District Streetscape Master Plan should be referenced in the Historic Preservation chapter.

6. In the Future Land Use chapter the Generalized Existing Land Use Map and the Future Land Use Plan should refer to the North and West Section rather than simply the Northern section.

7. The City should research what other communities are doing to incentivize universal housing within their communities and consider such programs in Bethlehem if applicable.  

8. The Environmental Conservation chapter should encourage use of native plants where possible and practical on City properties and within new land development projects.  

9. The Bicycle Travel section of the Transportation Chapter could be revised to include comments and suggestions from the bicycling community to include bicycle education and bicycle facilities.  

10. The Historic Preservation Chapter should recognize the need to protect and preserve the built resources in the City’s many historic parks.
11. Historic Preservation  Strategies, page 8-9, item 3, is amended to read as follows:  Strengthen the City’s regulations on the demolition of older buildings beyond the three City historic districts to include historic resources in other parts of the City.   Mr. Reynolds seconded the motion.  
12. Environmental Conservation Strategies, page 6-9, is amended to reference the Mayor’s Climate Protection Agreement as a document that represents the overall goals of the City and improving its environment.  
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
