CASE # 1390– It is proposed to replace cracked slate block steps, rotted fence boards, and to add a new wooden gate at 437 High St.

The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Mrs. Glagola adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to replace cracked slate block steps, rotted fence boards, and to add a new wooden gate at 437 High St. was presented by Fred Bonsall.

2 The five 8” high severely worn and cracked slate block steps will be removed and replaced with six 6 ¾” high blue stone block steps. 

3 Rotted fence boards will be replaced in-kind.

4 A 1 1/4” diameter pipe handrail with returns will be installed along the new steps.  

5 The replacement of the gate is not approved at this time.  A revised design will be submitted for review at a later date.

6 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the new steps and fence repairs was unanimously approved.  Mr. Bonsall abstained from the vote due to a conflict of interest.
