 HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 295 – It is proposed to restore the façade at 409 E. 4th St.            OWNER:  Zachary Fuller

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Ytsma and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to restore the façade at 409 E. 4th St. was presented by Zachary Fuller.
2. The façade will be renovated as proposed with the following clarifications and modifications.

3. The existing brickcote and windows will be painted as proposed.  

4. The proposed application of thin “corner boards” is not approved. 

5. Black wooden shutters will be added on the 2nd floor windows. The installation of wood shutters is appropriate on the second floor but not at the paired windows on the third floor.  The shutters must be sized to be ½ of the width of the window sashes and the full height of the sashes.  The shutters are to be installed with hardware that replicates the original type of operating hardware and not attached flat to the façade.    

6. The existing aluminum covering the storefront cornice will be removed.  If the historic wood cornice still exists it is to be repaired in kind or replaced with a cornice that matches the historic as closely as possible.  If the cornice is no longer existing, a new cornice appropriate to the building and district is to be installed.  The Historic Officer is to be consulted when the existing conditions are revealed for direction.

7. The aluminum below the storefront windows will be removed and existing materials repaired, if historically appropriate, or new wood panels installed  The Historic Officer is to be consulted when the existing conditions are revealed for direction and advice on the configuration of new wood panels.  

8. A new  3’ x 16.5’ awning will be installed.  The fabric will be “Sunbrella” or similar canvas type material.  The awning will have with open ends and scalloped valence.  The awning may have pinstripe as proposed.

9. The proposed projecting sign is to be reviewed at a later date when the design and graphics are defined.
10. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
