ARTICLE 109

City Treasurer

Section 109.03 which reads as follows:

109.03
BOND AND INSURANCE.


The City Treasurer shall furnish such fidelity bond and insurance as is required by general law.  The fidelity bond shall be in the amount of one hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000) or shall be included in the blanket bond covering all City officers and employees.  The Treasurer shall furnish insurance protection in the amount of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000) against the loss of funds through fire, burglary, larceny, theft, robbery or forgery. (Ord. 1730 - Passed 2/13/62.)

Shall be amended to read as follows:

109.03
BOND AND INSURANCE.


The City Treasurer shall furnish such fidelity bond and insurance as is required by general law.  The fidelity bond shall be in the amount of one million, two hundred thousand dollars ($1,200,000) or shall be included in the blanket bond covering all City officers and employees.  The Treasurer shall furnish insurance protection in the amount of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000) against the loss of funds through fire, burglary, larceny, theft, robbery or forgery. (Ord. 1730 - Passed 2/13/62.)

ARTICLE 111 

City Controller

Section 111.03 which reads as follows:

111.03 BOND REQUIRED.

The City Controller shall give bond to the City, as required by general law, in the sum of ten thousand dollars ($10,000). (Ord. 1730 §331. Passed 2/13/62.)

Shall be amended to read as follows:

111.03 BOND REQUIRED.

The City Controller shall give bond to the City, as required by general law, in the sum of one million dollars ($1,000,000). (Ord. 1730 §331. Passed 2/13/62.)

ARTICLE 107PRIVATE 

Departments

Section 107.03 which reads as follows:

107.03
DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION.


The Department of Administration, under the Business Administrator, shall establish and supervise standard personnel policies and practices, shall assist the Mayor in the preparation of the annual budget, and shall monitor expenditures and revenues of said budget throughout the course of the fiscal year.  The Business Administrator shall administer a centralized purchasing system for all the departments of the City government, and shall maintain and supervise all Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Act 511 tax programs.  The Business Administrator shall also supervise the [Data Processing] Bureau and the [Accounting Bureau].  (Ord. 2987 §1.  Passed 4/2/85.)

Shall be amended to read as follows:

107.03
DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION.


The Department of Administration, under the Business Administrator, shall establish and supervise standard personnel policies and practices, shall assist the Mayor in the preparation of the annual budget, and shall monitor expenditures and revenues of said budget throughout the course of the fiscal year.  The Business Administrator shall administer a centralized purchasing system for all the departments of the City government, and shall maintain and supervise all Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Act 511 tax programs.  The Business Administrator shall also supervise the Information Services Bureau and the Financial Services Bureau.  (Ord. 2987 §1.  Passed 4/2/85.)

Section 107.04 which reads as follows:

107.04
DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND PUBLIC PROPERTY.


The Department of Parks and Public Property shall be responsible for the [Mechanical Bureau], Municipal Enterprises including but not limited to the Golf Course, the swimming pools and skating rink, the maintenance of City buildings and related grounds; and the Department shall further be responsible for the operation of the Bureau of Recreation, maintenance of City parks [, and the City's parking system].  (Ord. 2987 §1.  Passed 4/2/85; Ord. 3183 §1.  Passed 5/3/88.)

Shall be amended to read as follows:

107.04
DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND PUBLIC PROPERTY.


The Department of Parks and Public Property shall be responsible for the Municipal Enterprises including but not limited to the Golf Course, the swimming pools and skating rink, the maintenance of City buildings and related grounds; and the Department shall further be responsible for the operation of the Bureau of Recreation, and maintenance of City parks.  (Ord. 2987 §1.  Passed 4/2/85; Ord. 3183 §1.  Passed 5/3/88.)

Section 107.06 which reads as follows:

107.06
DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS.


The Department of Public Works shall be responsible for the operation of the Electrical Bureau, and the construction and maintenance of City streets and highways.  [The Department shall be responsible for the removal of solid waste including the management of the Sanitary Landfill.]  This Department shall provide engineering services not only for its own activities but also in cooperation with the operating activities of the other departments of the City government. (Ord. 3894. Passed 6/16/98.)

Shall be amended to read as follows:

107.06
DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS.


The Department of Public Works shall be responsible for the operation of the Street Bureau, Traffic Maintenance Bureau, Urban Forestry, Electrical Bureau, Mechanical Maintenance Bureau, and Engineering Bureau including the construction and maintenance of City streets, bridges, and highways.  This Department shall provide engineering services not only for its own activities but also in cooperation with the operating activities of the other departments of the City government. (Ord. 3894. Passed 6/16/98.)
