CASE # 1392- It is proposed to install new awnings with signage at 500 Main St.  

OWNER: A. H. and A. S. Fretz Trust

The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Glagola and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install new awnings was presented by Bill Lucey.

2. The existing awnings with signage will be replaced with new awnings and new signage.

3. The awnings will be fabricated of Sunbrella fabric.  The color of the fabric will blend with one of the building’s terra cotta colors and will be chosen by the Historic Officer and HARB members on site. 

4. The new signage on the awning valances will read “South Beach” as proposed.  The style of the lettering will be Art Deco. The lettering will be cream in color. There will be 2 graphic flamingoes in terracotta red at either end of the lettering as proposed. 

5. The new awnings will be installed without “wings” (with open ends.)

6. Window signage will be determined at a later date.

7. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
