CASE # 1393– It is proposed to remove and replace the front porch floor and steps at 257 E. Market St.  OWNER:  David & Barbara Roper
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Wolle and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to remove and replace the front porch floor and steps at 257 E. Market St. was presented by David and Barbara Roper.

2. The existing 1x4 tongue and grove decking, stairs and railing will be removed.  

3. The framing elements will be repaired, replaced or stabilized as needed.  

4. The decking will be replaced with 5/4” x 4” tongue and groove Ipe, utilizing stainless steel screws and attached with a “blind fastener” technique. 

5.  The railings and stairs will be replaced in-kind with Ipe 4” x 4” posts and 5/4” treads.  All surfaces will be sealed with tinted oil based wood preservative to cover variegations in the Ipe wood.

6. If a guard is need, spindles may be mortised into the treads or into a bottom rail.  Spindles will be 1 ¾” or 2” square in size.

7. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
