HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1394– It is proposed to install a hanging sign and a 2-sided projecting sign to match other signs on the building at 518 Main St. OWNER:  Ashley Development Corp.

The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Shelly and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to install a hanging sign and a 2-sided projecting sign to match other signs on the building at 518 Main St. was presented by Danielle Mulligan.

2 The proposed 2-sided projecting sign will be 30” x 22” x ½” thick MDO with eyehook hangers.  The background will be black and the lettering and border metallic gold.  The large lettering will be “Engravers’ Gothic Bt”, as proposed, and the smaller lettering “Copper Plate” instead of the sans-serif style proposed.  The sign will hang from the existing holder on building.  

3 The proposed hanging sign will be arched in shape and 40” x 14” in size.  The sign will be fabricated of Diebond in forest green with off-white text in the same “Engravers’ Gothic Bt” and “Copper Plate” fonts as described above.  There will be a border added to the sign as seen on the other, similar, existing sign.  

4 The proposed gem stone logo will be made three-dimensional as discussed at the HARB meeting, and the graphic outlines will be deleted.

5 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.  Mrs. Glagola abstained from the vote due to a conflict of interest.
