HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 301 – It is proposed to install new signage and fencing at 316 S. New Street.            

OWNER:  John Lee

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Ms. Pongracz adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install new signage and fencing at 316 S. New St. was presented by Michelle Krier.
2. An 8’ wide wood sign will be hung in the recessed front entry.  This sign is to be sage green in color with grape vine lettering.  The sign will read “Wildflower Café”.  The vertical dimensions of the sign will be reduced to match the dimension of the aluminum band above the storefront windows.

3. A border of tile or mirror fragments may be added around the sign. 

4. The sign will be illuminated with gooseneck lighting installed above the sign instead of the proposed Christmas lights. 

5. Vinyl signage will be installed at the center of the storefront window next to the entry recess.  The signage will include a coffee cup, “Wild Flower Café” and the address.  The colors will be green, white, and red as proposed.  The name of the café on the window may be a photographic, vinyl version of the wood sign.

6. Vinyl signage may also be installed in the aluminum band above the storefront windows.  It will read “VEGETARIAN FARE, LIVE MUSIC, COFFEE, TEA” in sage green.  

7. All lettering on the proposed signs may be sans-serif other than the grapevine style for the café name.

8. Lattice fencing with an arch gateway may be installed around the existing concrete patio to the side of the café. 

9. The fence must be core drilled into the concrete at sidewalk and into ground on side and back on the existing concrete patio.

10. The lattice is to be painted or stained with an opaque oil based stain.  The wood lattice fence will have 4x4 posts and 2’s on either side of top and bottom.

11. Lattice may be installed around the electric meters if permitted by PPL.

12. The Historic Officer must be consulted on the details of the lattice fence and the café signage.

13. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
