HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 307 – It is proposed to construct a handicap ramp on the Broadway facing façade at 437-439 Wyandotte St. and 441 Wyandotte St.  OWNER:  George & Mary Strauss / Sycamore Hill Farm Development LP

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lezoche adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to construct a handicap ramp on the Broadway facing façade at 437-439 Wyandotte St., 441 Wyandotte St. was presented by Christine Ussler.
2. The ramp will serve both 441 Wyandotte St. and 437-439 Wyandotte St. (Family Prescription).  This ramp will provide handicapped access to the pharmacy from the Broadway side of the pharmacy property and will also provide an accessible entrance to 441 Wyandotte.  This is important because there is no parking on the Wyandotte side of the buildings.  

3. The proposed ramp is to be constructed of concrete with details as shown in drawings presented to the HCC. 

4. There will be a black steel guard and handrail system.  

5. The stair edge and ramp edge are to be bull nosed as indicated in the drawings.

6. The side wall finish will be gauged slate with 1/8” mortar joint set in a running bond.   The slate will be square or rectangular in shape and will blend with the color of the existing foundation. 

7. A moveable section of the guard and railing and a steel plate walking surface will allow basement access to 441 Wyandotte.  The fire escape will be altered to land on the horizontal section of the ramp to allow egress from the upper levels of 441 Wyandotte. 

8. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
