The Police Department is applying for a 2009 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) in the amount of $66,608.00. This amount was calculated by the federal government based on Bethlehem’s Part I crime statistics as detailed in the Federal Bureau of Investigations’s Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) program.

Of that amount, $41,724.00 is allocated to the City of Bethlehem. The remaining $24,884.00 is allocated to the City of Easton. Bethlehem will receive $2489.00 (or ten percent of Easton’s allocation) for serving as the fiscal agent and administering the grant.

The Police Department would like to use the JAG funds to assist with the implementation of the Mounted Unit, to update computers and related items, and to provide for supplemental patrols of the parks in the following amounts:

Mounted Unit: various services and consumable supplies - $15, 724.00

Computers and Electronic Devices: hardware, software, peripherals - $15,000.00

Parks Supplemental Patrols: overtime compensation for parks supplemental patrols - $11,000.00
The grant application requires that the governing body provide public notice of the grant application and provide an opportunity for public comment. As discussed, I am requesting that the opportunity for public comment be placed on the City Council agenda for Tuesday, July 21, 2009. I have made the necessary arrangements to advertise the opportunity for public comment.
