CASE # 1410– It is proposed to install lighting and temporary signage at 87 W. Church St. (Day House) OWNER:  Moravian College

The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Glagola and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install temporary signage and to install exterior lanterns was presented by Christine Ussler.

2. The building code required street numbers be located on the building in order to receive a Certificate of Occupancy in time for the fall semester.  
3. The numbers will be installed on the glass to the right side of the south and north facing main entry doors.
4. The numbers will be 4” high, white in color, and serif style as proposed.  
5. The vinyl numbers will be temporary for no more than one year.
6. All permanent signage will be presented to the HARB for approval.

7. Exterior lanterns will be installed on the side of the two entry doors as proposed.  

8. They are 7” x 25” incandescent lanterns as proposed and will be to the right of the lower door and the left of the upper door. 

9. The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
