HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1413– It is proposed to install parking lot signs, benches and trash cans at 370 Main St & 87 W. Church St.   OWNER:  Moravian College
The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Shelly and seconded by Mr. Wolle adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1 The proposal to install parking lot signs, benches and trash cans was presented by Kim Sherr of Moravian College.

2 The street signs for the parking lot will be 12” x 18”in size and be white with black sans-serif lettering.  The signs will be as follows: (4) Reserved for Service Vehicles; (1) Visitor – 1 Hr. Parking; (1) Official Use Only; (2) Admissions; and (1) Reserved for Day House. 

3 The signs will have green or black 10’ U channel post except for the signs at the west end of the site which will be mounted on the retaining wall.

4 The ones mounted on the west retaining wall will be positioned so that there is 5’ between the bottom of the sign and the ground.

5 Five benches will be installed in the landscape as shown in the drawing submitted.  They will be fabricated of a “green” composite plastic and mounted to the ground without a slab.

6 Six trash cans will be located in the landscape as shown in the drawing submitted.  The trash cans will be as proposed in design.

7 The trash cans and benches will be black in color.

8 The motion to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness was unanimously approved.
