HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1421- It is proposed to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for alternate roof shingles and a fence and gate at 456 N. New Street     OWNER: John & Lisa Sinks
The HARB upon motion by Mrs. Glagola and seconded by Mr. Heimbach adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for alternate roof shingles and automatic gate and fence at rear of property at 456 N. New Street was presented by John Sinks.  

2. The addition was approved by HARB September 2007. During constructions the applicant decided to utilize an alternate fiberglass shingle that was similar in design and color to the approved shingle.

3. The fiberglass shingles installed are the Grand Manor fiberglass shingle in the Stonegate Gray color.  The shingles simulate a slate roof and have over a 50 year warranty.  The HARB agreed that the shingles are historically appropriate and may remain in place as installed.

4.  The automatic gate and fence that were installed at the rear of the property for access (via alley) to the new garage are vinyl and are not historically appropriate for the historic district.  

5. In a separate motion by Mr. Benner, seconded by Mrs. Shelly, the applicant was given 6 months to study alternatives to the vinyl fence and gate installed without HARB review or approval.  
6. Cladding of the current vinyl posts (set in concrete) with wood may be an appropriate option, but final details will need to be reviewed by the HARB. 
7. The two motions on the project were approved with unanimous votes.
