CASE # 310 – It is proposed to replace the roof and garage doors at 502 E. Fourth St.

OWNER:  Council of Spanish Speaking Organizations
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to replace the roof and garage doors was presented by Alicia Mason and Sis-Obed Torres-Cordero
2. The existing shingles will be removed and replaced with black or charcoal gray 3-tab shingles. Roof rafters and sheathing will be repaired as needed.

3. 5” half-round gutters with round down spout will be installed in a color other than white.

4. The existing garage doors will be removed and replaced with “Elegant Long” (6 panels per door) steel or Masonite doors with no windows.  HCC recommends the Masonite option for resistance to dents and a color other than white.  The size of the garage door openings must not be changed.

5. Bead board on the front of the garage will be replaced in-kind as needed and painted.

6. Where masonry repair is needed, the mortar will match the existing in color and softness and have a high lime content.

7. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
