CASE # 312 – It is proposed to install an awning with signage at 203 E. Third St.

 OWNER:  East 3rd Street, LP

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Silvoy and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install an awning with signage at 203 E. Third St. was presented by Hadi Rabih.

2. The awnings will be black “Sunbrella type fabric with open ends.  The signage will include “Essence” in royal blue on the slope of the awning and “Hookah Lounge” in white on the awning valance.  The graphics will be as shown in the rendering submitted.

3. The awning valance will be a maximum of 8”-10” and will have a straight hem.

4. There will be a 12” +/- space between the two business’ awnings, and they must be a matching distance from the ends of the façade panel.

5. Two of the four linear lights will be removed and up to five gooseneck lights with arched brackets will be installed.

6. The wooden planters may be removed or relocated within the covered storefront area.

7. The proposed work with the above changes was approved by a unanimous vote.
