CASE # 320 – It is proposed to install vinyl signs on windows and doors at 322 E. Third St. OWNER:   Polk Street Development Assoc. LP
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install vinyl signs on the windows and doors at 322 E. Third St. was presented by the owner of the business.

2. The window signs will be located on both facades of the corner storefront.  The vinyl signage will be yellow, orange, white, and black in color. 

3. The design of the two signs reading “24 Hour Breakfast – Salad Bar” will be redesigned as discussed at the meeting.  “24 Hour Breakfast” will arc above the store logo (as seen in the design of the “Catering – Take-Out” sign) with “Salad Bar” under the logo in a straight line. 

4. The other signs are appropriate as designed and presented.
