HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 317 – It is proposed to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for an ADA accessibility ramp and railing at 217 Broadway. OWNER:  Greg Salamoni
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Silvoy adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to secure a Certificate of Appropriateness for an ADA accessibility ramp and railing at 217 Broadway was presented by Adam Gottwald.
2. The ADA ramp installed is constructed of concrete with a 1-1/2” pip railing with top, middle, and bottom rails.  The ramp is historically appropriate as constructed.
3. The ramp may need to be reconstructed to meet building code requirements.
4. If the ramp is reconstructed it will be done in concrete and look very similar to the existing ramp.  The existing handrail system will be reused if reconstruction is necessary.
5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
