HISTORIC ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD

CASE # 1428- It is proposed to enclose the rear porch and redesign the back steps at 224 E. Wall St. OWNER: Will and Renell Carpenter
The HARB upon motion by Mr. Benner and seconded by Mrs. Shelly adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to enclose the rear porch and redesign the back steps at 224 E. Wall St. was presented by Christine Ussler and Will Carpenter.
2. The enclosed porch will be sided with wood siding to match the existing.  All siding and trim will be painted to match the existing color scheme.  

3. The door will either be the existing wood door repositioned to the new exterior wall or a new wood door to match the style of the existing door.  The small first floor window is not to be replaced.  

4. A Velux, low profile skylight and three small windows on the east side of the porch may be installed.  The skylight is to be approximately 30” x 48” in size and the windows are to be wood. 

5. The existing asphalt shingle roof will either be maintained or replaced with GAF Slateline shingles in the Antique Slate color. 

6.  New steps and landing will be constructed of pressure treated wood and Trex type deck boards and treads in a gray/brown weathered wood color.  The railing will be constructed of wood 4 x 4 posts, 2 x 2 balusters, and top and bottom rails in a traditional style.  All wood elements will be stained with an opaque stain and will be either the existing cream or dark brown color.  The bottom landing and step will be constructed of concrete.
7. The proposed work was approved with a unanimous vote.
