HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 321 – It is proposed to install 2 bronze historic plaques at 359 Tenth Avenue. OWNER:  Helen & John Angelucci
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install 2 bronze historic plaques at 359 Tenth Avenue was presented by John Angelucci.  

2. The bronze plaque facing Prospect Ave. will be mounted on the brick to the side of the entrance and will read “The Shimer House, 359 Tenth Ave., c. 1897” and will be 11” x 8” in size. 

3. The bronze plaque facing Tenth Ave. will be mounted on brick to the side of the entrance and will read “The Shimer House, 1897, The National Register U. S. Department of the Interior” and will be oval in shape and similar in size to the front, rectangular plaque.

4. The plaques will be mounted with fasteners into mortar joints instead of the brick faces, if possible.

5. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
