The City Community and Economic Development Department is in the process of finalizing contracts which will enable us to begin a Preservation Planning process beginning in January 2010.  This is in conjunction with the $30,000 Pennsylvania Historic Museum Commission grant which the City will be matching with CDBG funds.  One of our first orders of business is organizing a Task Force to guide and inform the process.   Along those lines, the Planning Bureau is requesting at this time that you assign a City Council representative to sit on this Task Force which will most likely meet monthly during the day.
