The HARB upon motion by Mr. Roeder and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to build a carport at 404 Center St. was presented by Brian Hoffert and Jim Morrison.
2. All work will follow plans prepared by Spillman Farmer Architects with the following clarifications and modifications.
3. The carport will be 21’6” x 24’ in size and have a brick paver floor.
4. The posts of the carport will be 6x6 cedar, and the fence between the posts will be steel to match the existing.
5. The soffit and fascia will be ¾” wood and match the existing garage.
6. There will be ½” round gutters and downspouts in white aluminum.
7. The new roof will be graduated slate to match the existing garage roof.   
8. The gable ends of the structure will be vertical T&G beaded board instead of the proposed 6” slat boards.  

9. All exposed wood will be painted to match the house.

10. The proposed work was approved with a unanimous vote.
