RESOLUTION NO.

WHEREAS, Bethlehem Sands previously developed and submitted to the City of Bethlehem a comprehensive land use proposal setting forth a design to construct a "resort destination" that would honor Bethlehem's steel and industrial heritage; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bethlehem re-zoned the site to permit such development including, but not limited to, the construction and completion of a mall, convention space, and a hotel ; and

WHEREAS, Bethlehem Sands has invested vast sums of money in their development of the site, has provided for the revitalization of former brown fields within the City, has provided employment, creating hundreds of construction jobs pursuant to a Project Labor Agreement, has generated hundreds of jobs to operate its current Casino facilities, has produced the opportunity for hundreds of indirect jobs within the Lehigh Valley, and Bethlehem Sands has been an excellent addition to the Lehigh Valley as a corporate citizen donating to various local charities, entered into Cooperation Agreements with the Northampton County Community College for job training and work force development, and has lent support to ArtsQuest, the National Museum of Industrial History, and Public Television PBS 39 to help further and foster their projects ; and

WHEREAS, economic conditions have caused the temporary cessation of construction by Bethlehem Sands upon the mall, convention space, and hotel; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Bethlehem is desirous of Bethlehem Sands completing the entire construction project as presented by Bethlehem Sands to the City of Bethlehem; and

WHEREAS, the completion of this project by Bethlehem Sands shall further create additional jobs, provide further economic development and  investment, and improve the economic landscape of the City of Bethlehem and its adjacent municipalities.
