I request Council consideration of the attached Resolution authorizing the Director of Parks & Public Property to apply for a DCNR grant for the renovation of Higbee Park.

The City has an opportunity to partner with an organization named KaBoom, in providing a new play system for this park.  This renovation will be an event planned during the Pennsylvania League of Cities and Municipalities annual meeting to be held in Bethlehem this June.
