CASE # 327 – It is proposed to install two wall signs at 1E. 4th St. OWNER:  DP Management














The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Ms. Heitmann adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install two wall signs at 1E. 4th St. was presented by Dee Angstadt of Egan Signs.  

2. One sign will be 2’6” x 7’3 ¾” (18.2 sq. ft.) and the other 2’6” x 8’4” (20.8 sq. ft.).  
3. The signs will be .063” aluminum brake-formed signs, mounted to the wall with 1 ½” x 1/8” aluminum angel clips.   
4. Both signs will read “SUBWAY” in .125” (1/8”) aluminum F.C.O. letters mounted ½” from background panel. The colors will be PMS 554C green background with satin white and PMS 109C yellow lettering.  
5. The border created by the bent aluminum will be painted satin white.
6. The sign on the west facade will be shifted towards the south one bay so that it is nearly symmetrical to the corner entrance. 

7. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
