HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 328 – It is proposed to renovate the facade at 817 E. 4th St. 

OWNER:  Alliance for Building Communities, Inc.
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the facade at 817 E. 4th St. was presented by Christine Ussler.

2. The existing cast stone façade will be cleaned, repaired and repointed where needed following Preservation Brief #42: The Maintenance, Repair, and Replacement of Historic Cast Stone.  
3. The existing elliptical and arched transoms will be repaired and restored.  New clear or clear beveled glass will be installed.  Colored glass, as proposed, is not approved for the transoms.  Interior storm panels will be installed over the transoms.   
4. New wood windows will be installed as shown beneath the transoms.  The windows will have SDLs (Simulated Divided Lights), as shown, and insulated Low E glass with no tint.  
5. A small entry roof with bracket supports will be constructed following the shadow of a previous roof located at the same location.  The roof will be constructed of wood and roofed with copper or lead coated copper.  
6. The closed-in storefront window/door on the east elevation will be reopened and fitted with a new window similar to the front first floor window. The existing elliptical transom will be restored. 
7. New tile will be installed below the window.  The tile choice must be brought back to the HCC for approval. 
8. New wood and glass doors will be installed in the existing door frames.  The style of the doors will be as close as possible to the doors shown in the drawings.
9. The existing brick chimney will be reconstructed as needed with new or salvaged brick.  The design of the chimney will remain unaltered.
10. The proposed work was approved.  Mr. Evans abstained due to a conflict of interest.
