CASE # 331– It is proposed to install a bronze plaque at 1306 Prospect Ave. 

OWNER:  James & Holly Heitmann
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Mr. Cornish adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a bronze plaque at 1306 Prospect Avenue was presented by Holly Heitmann.

2. The proposed National Register Plaque will read “The F.A. Schick House; 1306 Prospect Avenue; This property has been placed on the National Register of Historic Places by the United States Department of Interior; C. E. Schermerhorn, Architect; 1915.”

3. It will be a 15” x 12” rectangular bronze plaque with brown textured background and raised New Brunswick text.  

4. The plaque will have a raised border.

5. The plaque will be mounted to the right front entrance with screws into the stucco.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.  Ms. Heitmann abstained due to conflict of interest.
