The Board upon motion by Phil Roeder and seconded by George Heimbach agreed to request that City Council accept the substituted pavers due to the following circumstances:

1. The original application was approved by HARB in 2009 and received a Certificate of Appropriateness at that time.

2.   Without the owner’s knowledge the contractor substituted “brick colored” concrete 

       pavers in lieu of clay brick when the sidewalk was installed last summer.

3. The workmanship and pattern matched the adjoining sidewalks and were approved by 

the City Engineering Department.

4. The replaced sidewalk corrected a dangerous tripping hazard.

5.   The acceptance of the substituted material was approved by a unanimous vote.
