CASE # 333 – It is proposed to install a handicap ramp at 503 E. 4th St.

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a handicap ramp at 503 E. 4th St. was presented by Rick Cantelmi.
2. The proposed concrete ramp will have a 42” x 42” landing and historically designed black metal handrails.    

3. The handrails will be on the side and front of the landing and along the side of the sloped ramp.  The railings will be similar to those located at the General Zapata Restaurant on E. Fourth St. but have only straight square balusters.

4. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
