HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 340 - It is proposed to install 6 antennas on rooftop sled mounts and an elevated steel equipment platform on the main roof at 2-4 E. 4th St.

OWNER/APPLICANT:  WCR Rooney Limited Partnership/ Metro PCS Pennsylvania, LLC
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Loush adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install 6 antennas on rooftop sled mounts and an elevated steel equipment platform on the main roof at 2-4 E. 4th St. was presented by Craig Zeidman, Carl Humenik, and Nicholas Cuce of Metro PCS.

2. The new installation will be mostly on the south side of the building with a single sled mount structure with 2 antennas on the north.  

3. On the south 4 antennas will be installed on a new 10’ x 16’ steel platform that will also include 3 equipment cabinets ranging in size from approximately 31 ½” x 31 ½” x 23 ½” high to 36’ x 36’ x 72” high. 

4. The cabinets will be located towards the back side of the platform.  There will be a 12” cable tray that will carry cables from the steel platform on the south to the sled mount on the north.  The cable tray will be close to the roof surface.  

5. Three new conduits will be added to the bank of conduits on the east façade of the building.  The antenna are approximately 4 ½’ in height.  

6. All of the installed cabinets and antenna will be lesser in height that the existing equipment penthouses.

7. All components of the installation will be painted to match the existing.

8. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
