HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 341 – It is proposed to renovate the façade at 333 Broadway. OWNER/APPLICANT:  DLH Home Investments LLC / DLH Financial Services LLC
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Ms. Starbuck adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the façade at 333 Broadway was presented by Rafael Delahor and Sergio Delahor of DLH Financial Services.

2. The renovations will include lengthening the storefront windows, replacing the storefront framing system with bronze aluminum, removing paint on or repainting the upper façade and side piers, installing an awning that will project 4’, and installing a sign on the awning valance

3. The height of the wall below the window will be approximately 2’ after the windows are lengthened.  The remaining existing, non-original brick below the window will be retained and painted a warm gray color similar to the rendering submitted.

4. Clear, untinted glass must be used in the storefront windows. 

5. The entrance door must be keep recessed as existing.

6. The new storefront window and door framing will be bronze as requested by the applicant.

7. The new awning will have Sunbrella fabric in the Pacific Blue color.  The ends will be open. 

8. There will be no sign under the awning.  The existing barbershop sign in that location will be removed and the brick and header cleaned and repaired in-kind.

9. The paint on the brick piers on either side of the building may be stripped of paint and repointed as needed.   All repairs must be done in-kind.  If the piers are damaged, the applicant must contact Mr. Lezoche or the Historic Officer for direction.

10. Before removing paint from the façade and side piers Preservation Brief #6 must be read. No sand blasting or abrasive methods may be used to remove the paint.  If paint removal is still desired the method of paint removal must be reviewed by the Historic Officer and Mr. Lezoche.

11. The baker’s alley wood siding will be scrapped and painted. If there are questions about the condition of the siding in the alley, a photo must be presented to Mr. Lezoche to confirm condition warrants the installation of new siding.  Vinyl siding may be used only if the condition of the existing siding is severely deteriorated. 

12. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
