HISTORIC CONSERVATION COMMISSION

CASE # 342 - It is proposed to add a second story addition and renovate the façade at 128-130 W. 4th St. OWNER/APPLICANT:  Campbell Real Estate Investments/ Bruce Campbell

The Commission upon motion by Mr. Evans and seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal add a second story addition and renovate the façade at 128-130 W. 4th St. was presented by Bruce Campbell. 
2.  The new front façade is to be faced in stone on the foundation level and stuccoed on the first and second floor levels above.  The remaining facades of the building will also be stuccoed.  The stucco must be a smooth, cement-based stucco without a Styrofoam substrate.  The stone will be the Niagara color from Pinnacle’s Allegheny Collection.  The stucco will be light tan.
3. The existing two separate entrances will be closed in to become windows.  Windows will be Andersen clad, wood, double-hung with either 6 over 1 and 4 over 1 SDLs or 2 over 1 SDLs.  There will be transoms, also with SDLs, over the first floor windows.  The upper windows will have shed style awnings with open sides.
4. A new double door entrance is to be located at the center of the facade.  The doors will have full, undivided lights, and a single light transom will be above the doors.  All windows and doors will have clear, untinted glass.  
5. The building will have a stepped parapet and cornice moldings as shown in the latest rendering submitted.  Cornice moldings are to be 16” or less.  Shop drawings showing the size and profile are to be reviewed by the Historic Officer.  The storefront will have a cornice and sign band as shown in the drawings.
6. Gooseneck lights (6) will be installed above the storefront cornice, and two signs will be installed in the sign band cornice over the windows.  The signs will need future review and approval when designed.
7. The handrail on the new concrete ramp will be traditionally styled in black steel with horizontal members to meet code.

8. Window cladding color, brick mold profile, and awning fabric is to be submitted to the Historic Officer for review.

9. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
