CASE # 347 – It is proposed to remove an existing sign and replace it with a new sign at 301 Broadway.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  The Stone House Group / Fred Berger
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Lezoche and seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to remove an existing sign and replace it with a new sign at 301 Broadway was presented by Bonnie Freda and Laura Haffner of Wells Fargo and Larry Eighmy. 

2. The existing Wachovia sign on the southwest façade will be removed.

3. The new sign will be a square Wells Fargo sign with a red background.  The sign will measure 14’ x 14’ and will be a red panel with ½” thick letters.

4. External lighting of the new sign will be from spotlights mounted on the roof of the existing parking garage.  

5. The proposed upper roof mounted illuminated channel letter signs on the raceways have not been approved and must come back at a later time to HDC.

6. No new sign may be internally illuminated unless the existing sign is internally illuminated.
