CASE # 356 – It is proposed to renovate the façade including roofing, windows, and trim at 409-411 Wyandotte St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Sycamore Hill Farm Development  
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to renovate the façade including roofing, windows, and trim at 409-411 Wyandotte St. was presented by Sean Burke.
2. The 409 façade will be renovated as previously approved except for the following revisions.
3. The entire north façade will be stuccoed.

4. The side awnings will not be installed at this time.  They will be installed in the future and the applicant will come for review at that time.
5. The 411 façade will be renovated as shown in the drawings submitted.  

6. The new doors on 409 and 411 will be red cedar and will be recessed approximately 12”.

7. Former windows will be reopened and existing windows replaced.  The new windows will be Andersen 400 series vinyl clad wood double hung windows.

8. The existing brick cote will be patched and painted.

9. The new storefront will be constructed in wood as shown.  A nosing will be added below the storefront glass and above the panels. 

10. The projection and detailing of the cornices will match the existing historic cornices in the row of matching buildings.

11. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
