CASE # 359 – It is proposed to install an off premise sign to advertise rental properties at 102 E. 4th St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Gerald & Jodi Fasnacht  
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Cornish and seconded by Mr. Lader adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install an off premise sign to advertise rental properties at 102 E. 4th St. was presented by Gerald Fasnacht.
2. The sign will read “Luxury off campus apts. and homes rental information 610-882-0102 och@fpm4.com”.  

3. The sign will be 6-7’ wide and 12-13’ high made out of aluminum.

4. The background color will match the brick and the lettering will be burgundy to match the awning. 

5. The sign will be located on the side of the building as high as possible, but no higher than the 25’ maximum height.

6. The border and serif style lettering are to be similar to the rendering presented at the meeting.
