CASE # 360 – It is proposed to install a sign at 120 E. 3rd St.  OWNER/APPLICANT:  Joe Milelli/ And the Sign Says, LLC/ Jeff Kicska
The Commission upon motion by Mr. Loush and seconded by Mr. Evans adopted the proposal that City Council issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the proposed work described herein: 

1. The proposal to install a sign at 120 E. 3rd St. was presented by Jeff Kicska from And the Sign Says, LLC.
2. The sign will be acrylic with digital print and read “California Tanning Express”.  

3. The letters and logo will be pin mounted to a ½” thick MDO back panel attached to the existing facade.  The overall size of the sign will be 2’7” x 20’.  

4. “California Tanning” will be in red 1-1½” thick plastic letters with a standoff mount on the black oval background.  “Express” will be ½” thick white letters.  The font will be sans serif as shown in the rendering. There will be an Alumalite line under “California Tanning”. 

5. The sign will be lit by gooseneck lights in a copper or patina finish from above. 3 lights are preferred over 4 and the light specs must be submitted for approval.

6. The proposed work was approved by a unanimous vote.
