WHEREAS, the City of Bethlehem must make efforts to affirmatively further fair housing; and


WHEREAS, the City of Bethlehem has reviewed various actions that would be acceptable to the Pennsylvania Human Relations Commission and the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Jennifer Swett, shall be designated as the Fair Housing Officer for the City of Bethlehem; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Fair Housing Officer shall contact U.S. HUD Regional Office of Housing and Equal Opportunity and the Pennsylvania Human Relations Commission, inform those agencies of his/her appointment as Fair Housing Officer and request Fair Housing Information, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Fair Housing Officer shall provide fair housing advisory services and assistance and referral advice to persons requesting such assistance from the City of Bethlehem; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City of Bethlehem will publish in the local newspaper of record and post at the municipal building a public notice announcing the appointment of the Fair Housing Officer and the availability of local fair housing services.
